


You can register with Slideroom either by entering your email address and 
password or directly with your Microsoft account via single sign-on (SSO). 

Below you will find a quick guide for both registration options. Registration and 
login are quick and easy.

For both options, first select "Register" in the login window.

1. In the next window, select "Register with email and password."

2. Register using your email address and create a personal password. You will then 
receive an email with a confirmation code. Use this code to verify your new 
account and complete the registration process.

As an alternative to registering with your email address and password, you can 
also log in to Slideroom directly with your Microsoft account:

1. Select "Register with Microsoft" on the registration page.

2. Sign in to Microsoft with the desired Microsoft account.

3. Grant slideroom permission to use SSO by clicking "Accept." You will then be 
automatically logged in as a user.



As an administrator, you have two options for creating an organization in 
Slideroom on the admin interface app.slideroom.de:

1. Manually (without synchronization with Microsoft Azure)

2. Via synchronization with Microsoft Azure (with or without group restrictions)

For both methods, first select "Create Organization."

1. Enter the name of the organization in the input field and upload a logo if 
desired. Then select the "Create" button.

2. Via "Edit organization," you can invite users to your organization in the 
"Members" area by entering the email addresses of the desired users and 
clicking "Invite."

1. Click the "Sync with Azure Entra ID" button.

2. An Azure admin should be used to set up synchronization. 

If the user is not an administrator, they can skip creating the organization—an 

administrator can then authorize Slideroom in Azure. To set up synchronization 

later, you will also need the tenant ID of the organization's Azure directory. This 

can be provided by the Azure administrator.

3. The admin must grant slideroom the right to read the necessary information.

4. If no group is specified, all users from the Azure Entra ID directory that is 

synchronized will be transferred to slideroom. However, an Azure administrator 

can also create a group and transfer only that group to restrict access to 

slideroom.

5. The organization is now set up and ready to use: all users in the group or all 

users in the organization have been transferred correctly.
